Class A Dress Uniform: 

The Troop 25 Class A Dress Uniform consists of the following Official BSA Uniform parts:

   Shirt

   Long Pants (absolutely no shorts allowed)

   Belt

   Boots or Tennis Shoes (no sandals, flip flops, or crocs)

   Red Neckerchief or other approved Scout Neckerchief.

   Boy Scout Neckerchief Slide (other than Official BSA must be approved by the    

   Scoutmaster)

   Merit Badge Sash

When to wear:

The Class A Dress Uniform is the required dress for all Courts of Honor, Church Services, and Pack Meetings.  It may also be required at other times as requested by the Scoutmaster.  

Class A Uniform:

The Troop 25 Class A Uniform consists of the following Official BSA Uniform parts.

   Shirt

   Pants

   Belt

   Boots or Tennis Shoes (no sandals, flip flops, or crocs)

When to wear:

The Class A Uniform is the required dress for all Troop Meetings, Trips, and Community Service Projects.  It may also be required at other times as requested by the Scoutmaster. 

Class B Uniform:

The Troop 25 Class B Uniform consists of the following parts.

   Scout T Shirt (Troop 25 shirt, Camp Shirt, other Scout related shirt)

   Official Scout Pants

   Belt

   Boots or Tennis Shoes (no sandals, flip flops, or crocs)

When to wear:
The Class B Uniform is only to be worn with permission of both the Senior Patrol Leader and the Scoutmaster.

Insignia:
All Scout Shirts are required to have the following Insignia.   It is recommended that all patches be sewn on.

   American Flag

   Proper Patrol Patch

   Proper Quality Unit Patch

   Council Strip

   Troop 25 Numerals

   Proper Position of Responsibility

Hats:
Only Official BSA or an approved Scout related hat should be worn when the Troop is lined up in ranks at an Official Scouting Event.   Otherwise most hats without logos are allowed.   No hats are to be worn inside a building.

Socks:

Official BSA Socks are encouraged but not required.

Disciplinary Action:

The following disciplinary action will take place for Scouts who do not conform to the Troop 25 Boy Scout Uniform Policy.

   1st Time Offense- Scoutmasters Conference, the Scout will be given 2 weeks to     conform.

   2nd Time Offense- The Scout’s Parents will be informed in writing.   The Scout will be      given 1 additional week to conform.

    3rd Time Offense-   The Scout will be referred to the Troop 25 Committee for possible suspension from all Troop Activities. 

Financial Aid:  

No Scout will be discriminated against due to Family financial difficulties.   Any Scout unable to afford a proper uniform may apply to the Troop 25 Committee for financial aid using the Troop 25 Financial Aid Form.   There may also be uniforms available in the Troops clothes closet.

Interpretation: 

The Scoutmaster and/or Troop Committee shall make all interpretations of the Troop 25 Boy Scout Uniform Policy.   Any interpretation made by the Scoutmaster may be appealed to the Troop Committee.   During the absence of the Registered Scoutmaster of Troop 25, the Registered Leader in charge of the event or meeting will make the Uniform Policy interpretations.
